6.8 Telephonic Entries will not be accepted. Entries must be posted, faxe d or e-mailed.
Should the entry fee not accompany the entry or be received by the date and time
of entries closing the competitor concerned WILL BE DEEMED TO HAVE SUBMITTED A LATE ENTRY

AND WILL BE REQUIRED TO PAY THE LATE ENTRY FEE(Refer GCR 96).
6.9 The onus rests on competitors to ensure that th e Organisers have timeously received
their entries together with the entry fee.

6.12.1 entries will be accepted in accordance with GCR 101 up to a total of fifty (50)
entries per category;
6.12.2 thereafter, as additional entries are recei  ved these entries will be placed on a
reserve list in the order of receipt;
6.12.3 competitors whose entries have been placed on a reserve list, and who are not

permitted to start, will have their entry fees refu nded (refer GCR 109 (iii)).

7. GATE ENTRANCE TICKETS

All pits MUST BE CLEAREDf all goods by no later than 18HO00 on the last evening of the

race meeting. Anything left in the pit/paddock area after such time may be

impounded at the discretion of the Organisers and t he Promoters and/or Organisers

cannot be held responsible for items left behind af ter a race meeting unless

arrangements has been made with the Kyalami Operati ons Manager.

Sasol Unleaded Racing Fuel:  Sasol Unleaded Racing Fuel will be sold, SUBJECT TO

AVAILABILITY, from the Sasol Pump situated at the entrance to t he main pit complex.
However, payment for such fuel should first be made from documentation on

Thursday from 14:00 — 16:00, on Friday from 07:00 — 16:00 and on Saturday from 07:00 —
16:00. The Sasol Pump will be opened during the fo  llowing hours:

SCRUTINEERING

Pre-event scrutineering for all competing vehi cles/motorcycles will take place
between 09H00 — 17H00on FRIDAY 14 MARCH 2008.Any competitor unable to present
his competing vehicle/motorcycle for scrutineering during this period must contact
the Chief Scrutineer to make alternate arrangements . A late scrutineering fee of Fifty

Rands (R50 -00) will be levied.

PROTECTIVE CLOTHING

No competitor will be permitted to practice/ra ce without the correct safety apparel

(refer GCR 239 and SSR’s 7 and 46 (jii)).

TIMING TRANSPONDERS

NO COMPETITOR WILL BE PERMITTED TO TAKE PART IN AMRACTICE SESSIONRACE WITHOUT HAVING
HIS HER TRANSPONDER IN POSITION FROM THE START OF PRAEDN FRIDAY14 MARCH 2008.
Competitors’ MSA competition licences will be collected by the timekeeping officials
when they are issued with a transponder, this licen ce will be returned to the
competitor when the transponder is returned. The Pr omoters and/or Organisers
accept no liability for any loss/damage of this com petition licence.

Timing transponders are to be returned to the timekeeping officials prior to their
leaving the Circuit (i.e. within thirty (30) minute s of the last race finishing).
Arrangements for transponders not returned by this time are to be made with ESMK,
Eric Schultz on 082 875 5833.

Failure to return a transponder timeously will result in the offending competitor being
levied an amount of Five Hundred Rands (R500) per w  eek or part thereof for the first
week, and Two Hundred Rands (R200) for every additi  onal week or part thereof,
which the transponder is returned late. No further transponders will be issued to the
entrant/competitor concerned until such time as the transponder has been returned
and the levy paid.

All competitors must use the correct transpond er holder in the positions specified
(refer SSR 83).

PROGRAMME OF EVENTS

The programme of events is to be found at the end of these Supplementary
Regulations.

17. COMPETITORS’ BRIEFING

17.1 The Competitors’ Briefings will be held on the first floor of the pit complex at the times
specified in the Final Instructions / Race Programm  e.

17.2  All Competitors must be present at the briefin g for their category, at the stipulated
time and venue. A representative will not be allowe d. Failure to attend the
competitors’ briefing, at which a register will be available for signature, may incur the

imposition of a penalty.

18. CHANGE OF DRIVER/VEHICLE OR RIDER/MOTORCYCLE

18.1 A change of driver or vehicle, or a change of rider or motorcycle, but not both, may
be permitted by the Stewards of the Meeting, subjec t to valid reasons for such
change being given (refer GCR’s 99 (vii) 152 (viii) , 238 and 259).

19. PRE-RACE PADDOCK

19.1 The pre-race paddock is located on the eastern side of the Pit Complex adjacent to
the Pit Exit.
19.2 Fifteen (15) minutes prior to the scheduled st art time of each race (refer SSR 25)

competitors competing in the race concerned should move to the pre-race
paddock. The gates granting access to the pre-race paddock will close five (5)
minutes before the start of that race. Any competit or failing to enter the pre-race
paddock before the closure of the gates will not be permitted to start unless

specifically permitted by the Clerk of the Course t 0 commence the warm-up lap
(refer SSR 38).
PLEASENOTE:- This does not apply to Production Cars as they do n ot make use of the
Pre-Race Paddock.

19.3 The WesBank V8 Championship category will not be required to enter the pre-race

paddock but will be permitted to enter the circuit from the pit lane. For this category

the pit lane will be deemed to be the pre-race padd ock and the conditions of SR 19.2

will apply to the pit lane.

In the event of the programme of events being amended in terms of SR 16 and a race
for a category being started earlier than its sched uled start time an announcement
will be made on the pit public address system and t he pre-race paddock gates will
close fifteen (15) minutes after this announcement has been made. To be discussed

with relevant Association Chairman prior to change.

WARM-UP LAP
Starting positions are to be maintained during the warm-up lap.

In terms of SSR 38 the following will apply. U nless specifically requested and agreed to

there will be no warm-up lap after the vehicles hav e formed up on the main grid.
STARTS
Starting positions will be determined by the |  ap times recorded during official practice

sessions, unless otherwise stipulated in the regula tions for the category concerned. The

driver/vehicle or rider/motorcycle combination reco rding the fastest time will be
allocated pole position on the starting grid, with the remaining positions being filled in
descending order of the official practice times (re fer SSR’s 26, 27 and 28). In the event
of two (2) driver/vehicle or rider/motorcycle combi nations recording the same lap

time the starting positions will be determined in f avour of the combination that
established the time first.

In the event of a timekeeping failure during o fficial timed practice the method by

which the starting grid shall be allocated shall be at the discretion of the Clerk of the
Course, in consultation with the relevant Associati on Chairman, and with the approval

of the Stewards of the Meeting.

Where there are two races per category, the st arting order for the second race shall
be established in accordance with SSR 29.

The WesBank V8 Championship category will have a rolling start (refer SSR 39).

Permission to Start at the Back of the Grid:

21.5.1 At the discretion of the Clerk of the Cours e competitors who do not participate

in official timed practice or who are not included on the grid for either race
may be positioned at the back of the grid for their category/class providing
that they apply in writing to do so within one (1) hour of their last race/practice.

21.5.2 Should a competitor not finish the first ra  ce he will be deemed a non-starter in
the second race (refer SR 21). The onusis onthe competitor to advise the Clerk
of the Course, in writing, that he will be taking u p his grid position in the second

race within at least one (1) hour of the finish of the first race.

Any competitor found doing practice starts whe n the grid is being formed up will not
be permitted to start the race.

Starting Signal: The starting signal will be by means of lights. Sh ould these lights fail

after the display of the five-second board, a “star t delayed” board will be shown and

the start will proceed in accordance with SSR 38 an d the MSA Flag will be used. All

subsequent starts will proceed with the use of the MSA Flag.

PARC FERME

All competitors who have completed two-thirds of race distance are classified as
finishers and are required to bring their competing vehicle/motorcycle to parc fermé
immediately after their last event unless otherwise stated by the Clerk of the Course
The parc fermé is situated behind the main pit comp lex. Marshals will indicate the

road to the competitors at the end of their event.

The Organisers reserve the right to impound an  d examine any vehicle/motorcycle at
their discretion (refer GCR 254).

In terms of GCR 200 (v), (vii) and (x) all com petitors are required to remain at the

Circuit until AT LEAST THIRT{B0) MINUTESafter their last race, or until such time as any

protest/appeal time affecting their category’s resu Its has expired.

SIGNALLING

Competitors’ attention is drawn to Appendix “H " of the MSA Handbook. Competitors
are advised that in accordance with Article 16 Haza rd Boards will be used for this
event.

In the event of a race being stopped premature ly by use of the red flag competitors’

attention is drawn to SSR 41.
Failure to comply with the provisions of Appen dix “H”, Articles 4, 8 and 12, will result in

penalties being applied in accordance with GCR 157 and SSR’s 17, 49, 50 and 51.

DRIVING/RIDING CONDUCT
Competitors’ attention is drawn to SSR’s 17,4 6, 48, 49, 50 and 51.

Any competitor consistently found using the ve rges will be deemed guilty of unsafe
driving (refer SSR’s 17, 50 and 51) and will be pen alised accordingly in terms of GCR
157. Judges of Fact/Observers may be appointed in t erms of GCR 161, their names will
be listed either in the Final Instructions or by Of ficial Bulletin. Their duties will be to
report on cutting of corners, persistent off-circui t behaviour and/or poor driving
standards. Competitors reported in this respect tha t have been signalled in terms of

Appendix “H”, Article 6, and who continue to disreg ard safe driving conduct may be

black-flagged. Any competitor disregarding the blac k flag will be excluded from the

race.

24.3 Judges of Fact: One or more Judges of Fact may be appointed to ove rsee the
starting procedure and to report on infringements. The names of these Judges will be
stated in the list of officials, or communicated to competitors in the Final Instructions,

or by means of an Official Bulletin.

24.4 Incidents/Retirements:  Competitors’ attention is drawn to SSR’s 60, 61 a nd 62.

24,5 Incidents During Practice Sessions: = Competitors are advised that should there be an

incident during a practice session, which would inv olve the cleaning of the Circuit,

their practice session may forfeit the cleaning tim e required.

24.6 Vehicles Abandoned on Circuit: Any vehicle abandoned on the Circuit must be left
unlocked, if a steering lock is fitted the key must be left in the ignition to facilitate
removal of the vehicle after the event. Any vehicle abandoned on the Circuit, which
is locked, will be moved by any practical and avalil able means and the Promoters,
Organisers and Officials will not be liable for any subsequent damage (refer SSR 10

(ii)). Single-seater competitors must ensure that  the steering wheel is in place and the
vehicle is left in neutral, unless otherwise indica  ted by an official.

24.7 Retrieval of Vehicles: Please note that due to the full programme of eve nts vehicles

which need to be removed from the Circuit will be m oved into a “green break” by

the marshals. Retrieval of vehicles from “green bre aks” is the responsibility of the
competitor concerned and it is not the responsibili ty of the officials to return
vehicles/parts to the competitor's pits. SHOULD A COMPETITOR REQUIRE ASSISTANCE WITH A
VEHICLE THEY ARE REQUESTED TO CONTACT RACE CONTRBID WILL ASSIST WHEREVER POSSIBIHE
PROMOTERS ANDOR ORGANISERS ANDOR OFFICIALS RESERVE THE RIGHT TO REMOVE VEHICLEENY
HAVE BEEN BADLY DAMAGED TO THE SCRUTINEERING BAYRANSPECTION

24.8 Fuel, Oil or Coolant Spillage: ~ Competitors are requested not to overfill their f uel tanks

as spillage of fuel, oil or coolant is damaging to the surface of the Circuit. Any
vehicle/motorcycle spilling fuel, oil or coolant sh ould leave the Circuit immediately
and pull off to a safe and stationary position on t he side of the Circuit (refer SSR 50 (iii),
(iv) and (v)).

249 Kyalami Grand Prix Circuit Property:  Any competition vehicle/motorcycle found using

the access roads, pit/paddock area or any area othe r than the Circuit for testing, or
being driven in a manner which is considered by the Race Officials to be dangerous
will be excluded from the event, irrespective of wh 0 was driving the
vehicle/motorcycle at the time. Notwithstanding the competitor’'s exclusion he may
be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting who may consider taking further action in
terms of GCR 172. Should any competitor/mechanic/cr ew member be found to be

PIT APRON

Notwithstanding the provisions of GCR 251, SSR ’s 37, 53 and 63 — 66 pit personnel (no

more than three (3) per vehicle/motorcycle) may rem ain in the signalling lane during

the start and the entire race.

Please Note:

25.2.1 Access to the pit lane and the front of the pit complex is via the designated
entrance.

25.2.2 Kindly note that NO persons under the age of sixteen (16) years will be
permitted on the signalling wall, pit lane or pit a pron;

25.2.3 NO ALCOHOL is permitted on the signalling wall, pit lane or p it apron -
Fine R1 000 -00;

25.2.4 SMOKING in the pits, or on the signalling wall, pit lane o r pit apron is prohibited —
Fine R1000 -00;

25.2.5 Roller blades, skateboards, small-motorised vehicles, electric scooters, etc. are
not permitted in the pit complex or on the pit lane or pit apron;

25.2.6 COMPETITORS CHILDREN OR PARENTS ARE NOT EXCLUDED FROM ANY THE ABOVErefer
GCR’s 113 (xiv) and 172 (x));

25.2.7 NO vehicle other than competing and official vehicles will be allowed to use
the pit lane from the commencement of the first pra ctice / warm-up of the day
until the conclusion of the last practice / race of the day (refer SSR 37), unless

specifically granted permission to do so by the Rac e Officials. A competitor

contravening this regulation may be fined or exclud ed at the discretion of the
Clerk of the Course. Any equipment to be moved in o r out of the pit building
must be taken out through the rear door of the pit during this period.

SAFETY CAR

In terms of SSR 45 the Organisers reserve the right to make use of a Safety Car.

OFFICIAL NOTICE BOARD

The Official Notice Board is situated at the t  op of the stair case, first floor, right to the
entrance.
Competitors are reminded to periodically check the Official Notice Board for any

Official Bulletins/notices, which may affect them.
